Also ask cadets who have been in CAP awhile if they have spare gear, most of the staff does!

____*GI Angle head flashlight with red lens and extra batteries

____*3 Green 12 hour chemical light sticks

____*Whistle

____*Orange reflective vest

____*4 pairs extra boot socks (bring 1 or 2 pairs in your webgear)

____2 large black trash bags

____tolietry kit (toliet paper, deoderant, ect)

____*Poncho or gortex (raingear)

____*M-65 Field Jacket or Gortex 

____*Gloves (preferably leather)

____*Spare flashlight and extra batteries

____Pocket knife (blade no longer than 3 in)

____*First Aid Kit (small, bring moleskin)
