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Maintenance of CAP Aircraft

CIVIL AIR PATROL AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE MANAGEMENT

CAP R 66 – 1, 1 February 2000, is supplemented as follows:

4a. Added.  The Georgia Wing will operate under a Centralized Maintenance Program (CMMP).  The Wing Commander has the overall responsibility for the CMMP, which is, in turn, implemented by the Wing Aircraft Maintenance Officer through local staff members (Commanders, Operations Officers, Maintenance Officers, and Crew Chiefs).

4b. Added.  The Aircraft Maintenance Officer will make arrangements to obtain required parts through local outside sources as appropriate.  Note: No parts or labor charges will be paid from the wing maintenance fund unless prior approval of the Wing Commander or the Wing Aircraft Maintenance Officer is obtained.  Emergency repairs while on cross-country flights or authorized SAR missions are exceptions.  The Wing Aircraft Maintenance Officer or the Wing Logistics Officer will be notified when all 100 hour or Annual Inspections are due.
5. Added.  An additional maintenance logbook will be used to record pilot observed airframe, engine, electrical, or radio problems.  The pilot is required to record, sign and date the entry.  The pilot is also required to notify the aircraft’s Crew Chief and/or the Wing Aircraft Maintenance Officer.  Minor maintenance problems may be cleared at the local level or by a squadron member while on a cross-country flight.  Such clearance will require his/her signature, date, and time.  The maintenance log will stay in the aircraft at all times.
