Cadet Loudermilk gains unparalleled access to nation’s 
capital through Civil Air Patrol academy

(ROME, GA) – Cadet Colonel Christiana Loudermilk, 20, of Cartersville, GA will participate in the Civil Air Patrol’s Civic Leadership Academy from Feb. 26 to March 5 in Washington, D.C., one of 24 top cadets selected for this activity.

The CLA, an academically intensive, interactive study of U.S. government in action, provides participants the opportunity to grow as citizens and young leaders through lessons in persuasive leadership, federal government, public service careers and American heritage. 

Loudermilk, a member of the Georgia Wing’s Rome Composite Squadron, has distinguished herself in numerous ways. Her CAP accomplishments include: achievement of all five Cadet Program  milestone awards including the Spaatz Award which only one half of one percent of all CAP cadets ever earn; Commander’s Commendation (2010); Wing Commander’s Coin of Excellence (2008); Community Service Award (2007); Find Ribbon (2007); Unit Citation (2006); AFA Outstanding Cadet of the Year (2006); GAWG Cadet Color Guard Competition (2006) – 3rd place team and Fastest Female Runner Award; Emergency Services qualifications including ground team 2 and 3, urban direction finding and mission staff assistant.  Outside of CAP, Cadet Loudermilk has served on the Executive Committee of the Bartow Co Teenage Republicans from 2005 to 2011 and served as a legislative page for the Georgia House of Representatives from 2005 to 2007.  She currently serves as Senate Aide for Senator Chip Rogers, Senate Majority Leader.  Loudermilk has been a CAP cadet since 2005. 	

“The Civic Leadership Academy provides cadets an unrivaled opportunity to gain a well-rounded understanding of leadership, public service and the principles that guide our nation,” said Maj. Gen. Amy S. Courter, CAP’s national commander and CLA’s founding director. “The activity empowers them to apply those principles in their lives and to be thoughtful participants in our nation’s future.” 

In addition to a blend of field trips, lectures, seminars and assigned readings from historic and current sources, Loudermilk and the other CLA cadets will visit the U.S. Capitol; the Supreme Court; the State Department; Arlington National Cemetery, laying a wreath at the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier; the Central Intelligence Agency; the Pentagon; the FBI Academy in Quantico, Va.; legislative offices; and the Smithsonian Air and Space Museum, as well as the World War II, Korea, Vietnam, Women in Military Service and Lincoln memorials. They will also encounter VIP speakers at these locations who will provide insights designed to deepen their understanding of government in action. Their CLA tasks will culminate with a final project – a presentation on their CLA experience to their peers in their home squadrons and wings.

“The success of CLA has been to keep the cadets engaged in activities they could not do on their own,” said Lt. Col. Bill Brockman, CLA activity director and founding faculty member. “They are not just learning about government, but also how to interact with government, how they can be involved to make a difference, and how to look for internship opportunities.”

In recognition of the program’s outstanding academic value, the National Association of Secondary School Principals has again placed CLA on the National Advisory List of Contests and Activities for 2010-2011.

In addition to their program activities, Loudermilk and the other CLA cadets will participate in CAP’s 2011 Legislative Day on March 3 by working alongside their wing commanders to brief legislators on how CAP’s primary missions – emergency services, aerospace education and cadet programs – have benefited their communities.
