SUBJECT: Continuing Education
1.    Georgia Wing has the pleasure of having some of the best pilots in Civil Air Patrol.  You are the officers that give all of us bragging rights.  
2.    GAWG has a lot of new cadet orientation and AFROTC orientation pilots coming on board, and now is a good opportunity for continuing education.  As with any duty position, sometimes we are best served by going back to basics and reviewing training materials, current regulations that apply to our duty functions, etc.  In the spirit of continuing education, the Wing Director of Operations has directed me to notify all current and prospective AFROTC and cadet orientation pilots to immediately review the following material.  Some of this information might seem to be very basic; some of this has been updated and would serve a pilot well to be knowledgeable of these items.

B. CAPP 52-7 Cadet Orientation Flight Syllabus
C. CAPR 173-3 Payment for Civil Air Patrol Support
D. CAP-AFROTC Memorandum of Understanding Fiscal Year 2008
E. GAWG Cadet Orientation Flight Operating Instruction 23 Sep 2007
F. GAWG AFROTC Orientation Flight Operating Instruction 26 Sep 2007
3.    All of these items are linked to on the new GAWG Cadet Orientation Flight page on the GAWG web site http://gawg.cap.gov/winghq/ops/COF/, or by clicking on the link found on the Operations page, on the right hand side under the staff officer listing.
4.    Note that the above continuing education does not, of itself, qualify any pilot as a cadet orientation pilot or AFROTC orientation pilot, but is to be considered necessary continuing education only.  All applicants must be approved through proper channels for authorization to fly cadets or AFROTC cadets.
