CONGRATULATIONS!  Every member's efforts have proven successful!  Last year CAP recorded the safest year of flight activities ever conducted in the history of the organization. HQ CAP Chief of Safety, Gary K. Woodsmall, happily reported this fact in his January Bulletin. 

The year 2000 summarized as follows:

0 Fatalities

1 Aircraft Accident

24 Aircraft Incidents

15 Vehicle Mishaps

15 Bodily Injuries

The year's rate (accidents per one hundred thousand flying hours) is 0.94.

Congratulations to all of our Ga. Wing personnel that contributed to this low number. Emphasis on proficiency, risk management and regulatory compliance has contributed greatly to this success.

Although we only had one aircraft accident, we had 24 aircraft incidents. 80% of the incidents took place during taxi and landing. Most caused by lack of proficiency. Between the taxi obstructions and hard landings, CAP experienced 13 propeller strikes last year. A Safety Alert was issued last April when our prop strikes totaled six. We went on to add seven more for the year. 

Landing proficiency, diligent taxi operations and methodical movement of aircraft in and out of hangars should be emphasized items during this years flight operations.

We need to proactively identify hazards and assess risks associated with each one. 

Implement your risk controls and monitor them for success. Commanders should emphasize accountability and lead by example to foster Ga. Wing Safety.
