( 6 Band-Aids, various sizes

( Moleskin, 2” X 4”

( Roller bandage

( 2 Safety pins, large

( 4 gauze pads

( 1 Triangular Bandage

( Tape, first aid

( Rubber surgical gloves 
- two pair minimum
( Survival Kit, stored in zip-lock bag or other waterproof container, consisting of:

( 1 Chemical Light Stick, Green 

( 12 wooden, waterproofed matches 

( Match container, waterproof, with striking surface

( 50’ of nylon line / rope (paracord or similar line).

( Duct tape, 5-10 feet 

- does not need to be a whole role.

( Leaf bag, large

24 HOUR PACK CONTENTS (continued) 

( SAR Equipment stored in zip-lock bags, consisting of:

( Change of socks 

( Spare flashlight (penlight will do) 

( Tissue Paper 

( Work Gloves, leather 

( Change for phone calls, 
· or cellular phone with good battery (note: there is a fair chance of damaging or losing your phone.) 
( Flagging Tape, 1 roll

( Flashlight (with red or blue lens), 
( LED flashlights are recommended 

( spare bulb if not LED 
( at least 1 set of spare batteries
( Insect repellent

( Lip balm, with sunscreen – very important
( Sunscreen lotion

( Interviewing Form(s), blank – CAPF 106 
( 4 Moist Towelettes, clean, in foil or zip-lock 
( 2 meals – SPAM or Vienna Sausages are recommended (note: do not bring bread or anything else that can spoil) 
( Poncho – anything that will keep the rain out, but the better the quality, the better it will serve you. 
( Heavy-Duty Military Poncho – For shelter (note: will cost around $20-$30. DO NOT go with the cheap copy-cat versions or you will regret it.) 
( Coat for current weather, 
- if necessary (in pack if not wearing it)

( 2 Canteens (1+ quart each) 
- Hydration packs or Camelbacks are acceptable as long as they can carry 2+ quarts of water. 
( Compass: lensatic or orienteering (orienteering preferred)
- Compass should have a “glow in the dark” dial.

EXTENDED DURATION PACK: 

- a backpack (preferably with frame) should contain all that is in the 24 hour pack, with the addition of the following:
( Tent 
- optional if you are sharing a tent with someone else who is carrying it
( Sleeping Bag - 20 F° or lower 
( Waterproof bag containing:

( Spare uniform 
( Underwear and socks, 3 changes 

( 5 meals - SPAM or Vienna Sausages are recommended (note: do not bring bread or anything else that can spoil)
( Toilet Kit, that should contain:

( Toothbrush and paste 

( Shaving Kit (if you shave) 

( Deodorant - very important 
( Washcloth and soap 

( Towel - Larger the better, as long as it fits 
( Sleeping pad, foam or inflatable – optional 
( 2 Leaf Bags, large

( Spare boot laces – very important 
( Kit, sewing, with spare buttons – nice pre-made ones can be picked up at hotels, and can be bought almost anywhere else. 
( Shoe Shine Kit 
 OPTIONAL ITEMS
( Webbing, nylon, 1” wide, 20’ long.

( Handheld FM Transceiver 
-  (highly recommended for Ground Team Leaders)

( Water Purification Tablets

( Eye Protection (highly recommended)

( Entrenching Tool (highly recommended for base gear)

LEADER’S EQUIPMENT  - only required of Ground Team Leaders

( Protractor -- for map work.

( Map Case 

- Large Zip-Loc bags can be used if necessary

( Pencil, with eraser

( Alcohol Pens, fine tip, at least 2 colors 

- neither the color of your colored flashlight lens)

( Some way to erase alcohol pens marks on the map case, such as alcohol swabs or a special alcohol pen eraser.

( A straightedge ruler, at least 6” long 

- Some protractors may have a ruler as well
