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“Landing Gear, Landing Gear, this is Landing Gear xx.”
“Is there any station with traffic?”  (If someone has traffic, find out the destination and precedence and make a note of it.)
 “The net is holding (routine, priority or immediate)  traffic for __________.“ (NCS announces precedence and destination. Most traffic will be routine and sometimes priority. Immediate is very rare and should be handled immediately.)
(NCS will handle routine traffic after roll call. Priority may be taken right away or after roll call. Conditions may be the determining factor.)
“Roll call follows.” (NCS may announce full procedures, otherwise it is abbreviated procedures.)
“Are there any Yellow Plane stations?”
When stations call, NCS will acknowledge by “Yellow Plane xx, roger.”
“Are there any Landing Gear stations?”
NCS acknowledges each one and records in the CAPF 110.
“Any station?”
“Are there any relays?”
After roll call, handle any routine or priority traffic remaining. Ask for fills if any station needs fills.
After roll call and traffic, NCS will announce “This station will monitor for additional check-ins. Out.” If NCS chooses to make the net a “free net”, then prior to calling for check-ins, NCS will make it a directed net again. NCS will decide whether to make the net free or keep it a directed net.
When time is almost over , NCS can call again for any check-ins. When there are no additional stations or relays, NCS announces:
“This is Landing Gear XX, close down.”

Call signs that may be heard , especially on HF from this region, are Mockingbird, Goldenrod, Rocky Top, Manatee and Storm Cloud.
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
